
TCTC challenges all students to read the equivalent of 12 
books this school year. Students who participate in the 
challenge will earn entries in the year-end raffle and be  
invited to attend a prize auction.  
Earning entries is simple: 
 
1. READ whatever you want — novels, short stories, magazine 

articles, trade journals, newspapers. Anything you read 
counts!!! 

2. RECORD what you read in your reading log located in your 
2006-2007 student planner. Once you complete a book or 
100 pages of other reading material, complete a “Reading 
Reflection” form available in all classrooms or in the library. 

3. TURN IN your “Reading Reflection” forms at the end of each 
week to qualify for the weekly pizza drawing and start earn-
ing raffle tickets for the end of the year prizes. Turn in your 
reading log to your English teacher at the end of each se-
mester. 

 
• Every “Reading Reflection” form will earn you a red raffle 

ticket for the end-of-the-year auction where you can win 
prizes from area sponsors.  

• Every fifth book entitles you to a blue raffle ticket for even 
bigger prizes. The more you read, the more chances you 
have to win.  

• Each student who meets the goal of 12 books by the end of 
the year will receive a gold ticket and qualify for prizes to in-
clude an IPod and a portable DVD player.   

• All students who qualify for the raffle will receive an invita-
tion to attend a luncheon in May at which the raffle tickets for 
the prize auction will be distributed.
